They typically live and work on the island for
2-1/2 month periods then return home for 4-week
breaks...though it’s not uncommon for travel plans to
be delayed by the hostile weather.

Then I got a random
e-mail...telling widows on our site about this new charity
that wanted to give our children - children of our fallen
heroes - an extra special Christmas season.  The event
would only be three weeks away from our first anniver-
sary of my husband’s death.  I took a deep breath and
signed my oldest and myself up for the event.
We got on a Southwest flight and just as we were about to
take off, the pilot announced that he had very special cargo:
children of fallen heroes who were going on an all-expense-
paid trip to the Snowball Express.  My son Oliver’s face
lit up and he said, “Mommy that is me, they are talking
about me!”  I said, “yes baby, they are - and many other
kids, too.”  My eyes filled with tears and we took off.
When we arrived,...he ran up to kids he had never seen
before and just started to talk to them like he’d known
them forever.  That brought moms together as well and
opened the door to amazing friendships.  The connection
these kids have instantly and for a lifetime is untouched
by any other experience they will ever have.”
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active foundry in the U.S. Army since 1997.
When a quarter-mile section of 15kV electrical cable failed,
the resulting power outage affected the Kingsbury Foundry -
a large manufacturing area that’s used to support our
nation’s warriors in their daily duties.  This was the second
section of the feeder line to fail in the last 18 months and
Electrical Foreman, Dave DeGan, suggested that the cable
had reached the end of it’s life expectancy.
The RIIS crew got the power up and running and, within a few
hours, the 4-man crew had assessed the situation, performed
a Safety Task Analysis (following DJI and USEACE electrical
safety practices), and provided a temporary fix - allowing the
foundry to continue production, unabated.  The team is currently
working with the Army on a permanent solution to the problem.

Tyndall AFB Logistics
LCAT Inspection: In January, we completed our first Logistics
Compliance Assessment Team (LCAT) inspection that
evaluates command units for logistic technician proficiency,
equipment condition, and other command-developed focus
areas.  The final reported stated, “DEL-JEN Logistics is pro-
viding excellent logistics support to the 325 FW.  Personnel
across the organization were very conscientious in perform-
ing their tasks and were exceptionally proud of the results.
Sense of urgency and professional service was noted repeatedly.
Material Management has a solid trend of outstanding
Inventory accuracy and Fuels Management demonstrated
exceptional flight line refueling response times.  The overall
score for the operation was 96.2% resulting in an
Outstanding rating.”

Mark Woods and Mary Jo Statom
were selected as 2009 Q4’s
Employees of the Quarter for their
outstanding support leading up to
the inspection.  Both performed
numerous internal audits and
self-inspections in all areas
throughout the organization and
were recognized by the Functional
Director for their thoroughness.

Range Support Services
Nevadans will remember January 2010 as one of the coldest
and wettest months as storm after storm rolled across the state.
The weather’s effect on the Tolicha Peak Electronic Combat
Range was huge.

Life Saving Pensacola Pair
Two separate incidents about a month apart, one at work and one at home, brought to light the “stuff” our DEL-JEN

personnel are made of.
Heavy Truck Drivers Bobby Hunter and Raul Valladares had just completed separate 75-mile DRMO runs to Eglin AFB and
off-loaded their cargo of computer consoles (approx. 300 lbs. each) onto the primary loading dock.
A forklift driver (#1) then transported the consoles from the primary – to the edge of a secondary loading dock just 12’
away, where another forklift driver (#2) was waiting (at street level) to transport them to a storage area.
As driver #2 drove away with the first console, #1 positioned the second console at the edge of the loading dock, awaiting
the return of #2.  He engaged the handbrake, exited the vehicle, and moved between the forklift and the remaining
console. Suddenly, the forklift lurched forward toward the unsuspecting driver.

Luckily, Bobby Hunter was nearby and able to leap into the driver’s seat and apply
the foot brake before the forklift had a chance to crush driver #1 between the
vehicle and the console – and possibly push him, the console, and the forklift over
the edge of the secondary loading dock to the street below.
A resulting investigation revealed a malfunctioning handbrake.
For his quick actions, a very modest Mr. Hunter was awarded a President’s Coin and
Certificate of Appreciation on behalf of Rex Shaver (DEL-JEN Chief Operating Officer)
and Steve Kukuk (Services Group V.P.) by DJI Project Manager, Henri Fuentes (R)
in a special November ceremony.

About a month later on December 27th, DEL-JEN Heavy Equipment Mechanic, Larry Howard was roaming the back woods
of his rural home in Milton, FL with his young son on their Yamaha 4x4 ATV, searching the
heavily wooded area for a neighbor’s missing dog.  They came across a biker who told them

that his father was seriously injured after riding into a ditch and asked for their help.
Larry dropped off his son at a neighbor’s house then followed the biker on his ATV.  They happened
upon a Florida Fish & Game warden and informed him of the situation - then continued their
trek 2-1/2 miles deeper into the woods where they found the injured biker.  He was laying on his
back at the bottom of a ditch, bleeding from his forehead and complaining of a neck injury.  He
was responsive and alert but shivering from the cold.  Larry covered him with his jacket, called
9-1-1 for help, then drove to the nearest dirt road to meet the paramedics.

When the first responders and paramedics arrived, they had no way to travel the 3/4
mile bike trail so Larry shuttled them and their medical supplies to the accident site.
The combined Fish & Game officers, first responders, NAS Whiting Field paramedics, 
and Munson Volunteer Fire Dept. personnel stabilized the victim as Larry scouted the
area to find an easier and faster way out of the woods.  The newly formed team then
used a backboard to carry the injured biker out of the woods to the waiting ambulance
that rushed him to Santa Rosa County Hospital.
As letters of thanks continued to arrive from the biker’s family and EMS crews, 
Mr. Howard was presented with a Certificate of Recognition and DEL-JEN President’s
Coin...and BTW, Larry did continue his original search for his neighbor’s missing dog
and located him on the following Monday.

DEL-JEN is proud to have Mr. Hunter and Mr. Howard on our team and thank them for going “above and beyond”, both on
the job and at home.  �

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Tyndall Humanitarian Effort
A 3-man Airfield Pavement Evaluation Team from Tyndall’s

Air Force Civil Engineer Support Agency (AFCESA) was joined
by four heavy construction operators from Malmstrom AFB
to identify construction repairs needed to increase the
capacity of Haiti’s overburdened airfield in Port-au-Prince.
Before the January 12th earthquake, the tiny airport saw 14
flights a day.  It’s now struggling to support 100-130/day
with aircraft coming in every 5 minutes.  The team’s missions
is to test the structural capacity of the runway and the sub-
surface soil - all to be done in narrow windows between
incoming flights at varying spots on the runway.

Vance Aids Altus Recovery

Five years after Hurricane Ivan tore through Florida’s

panhandle, NAS Pensacola continues to be proactive in its
disaster preparedness.  As part of DEL-JEN’s Disaster

Preparedness Program we are responsible for ensuring all
buildings and structures are fortified to withstand natural

disasters such as
these.  We maintain
an inventory of
supplies and are
available round-the-
clock to respond to
storm forecasts
such as Hurricane
Ida that, last year,
caused floods and

mudslides that killed over 100 in El Salvador.  Luckily, by the
time it reached us, it had lost most of it’s destructive force.  �

Laughlin’s New Weapons Vault
“Mobility,” in military terms refers to the ability of a

weapon system or armed force to move toward a military
objective.  Combat forces with high mobility are able to
move more quickly than forces with lower mobility.
One of DEL-JEN’s responsibilities at Laughlin AFB is to maintain
mobility weapons such as the M-16 rifle and M-9 handgun.
With increased deployments, our old weapons vault was not
large enough to store all the artillery so we requested
permission from the Gov’t to purchase a second vault to not
only alleviate the storage problem, but to resolve the unsafe
conditions that the single, over-packed vault presented.

Our new 28,000
pound state-of-the-
art vault provides
2,000 sf of climate
-controlled storage
space, allowing us
to better serve our
47th Training Wing
customer.  �

No one knows Rock Island Arsenal’s Government bridge like Mike Dunne.  For over
30 years he’s been responsible for the maintenance of the historic structure and has
been nicknamed, “Bridge Mike.” “It’s a national treasure so I take my job very
seriously,” he proudly states.
Built in 1896 at a cost of less than $1 million, it’s the oldest bridge spanning the
Mississippi River.  It’s also the safest, according to Mr. Dunne.  It’s a road bridge, a
rail bridge, a pedestrian bridge - and has a 366-foot, 4-million pound swing span
that rotates 360° in either direction to allow river traffic to pass underneath.  The
bridge operates 24/7/365 and is under constant inspection, maintenance, and
supervision because of its significance to both the Arsenal and the community.  7
million vehicles and 3,000 trains cross the bridge every year and during heavy river
traffic seasons, it opens as many as 500 times.

LEED designations are structured to define a common standard of
measurement to promote integrated, whole-building design

practices, recognize environmental leadership in the building industry, stimulate green
competition, and to raise consumer awareness of green building benefits with the goal of
transforming the building industry.
Dedicated in 2008, the Eagles Nest Dorm (left) cost $6 million and houses 136 Beds in
thirty-two 4-person bedrooms with two  2-person bedrooms on the first floor for special needs
accessibility.  Each wing has a separate lounge and each floor has a study room and laundry
room shared by the wings.  There are 2 RA offices on each floor.
Having been chosen to house this first “green” project has taken AJCC to the front of the pack
as the whole roll out of “green” has hit the nation and the Job Crops program.
